
Movie Man Comes to TLC 
3 Minute Prep with Banquet Speaker Dr. Marc Newman 
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I 
t’s an epic afternoon in the lower 
reaches of the Smoky Mountains, and 

there in his cabin home Dr. Marc New-
man tells a visitor about the wild tur-

keys and red foxes that wander around his 
property at 1,100 feet. There’s a passion in 

his voice as he describes the remoteness 
outside Sevierville, Tennessee. When the 

conversation turns to the class he teaches 
on rhetoric at Regent University in Virginia, 

the zeal is still there. It bleeds into a quick 
mention of his next book and his website 

called MovieMinistry.com. Newman, the 
keynote speaker at TLC’s annual banquet 

on September 24th is, as his opponents in 

debates usually find out, on a roll. 

TLC: Movies and ministry. Those two words 

don’t seem to go together. 

MN: [Laughs] It’s been said that people 

have more conversations about spiritual 
and moral issues after a film than they do 

after a sermon. Just don’t treat the movie 
as a monologue, like it’s talking to you while 

you inactively absorb it. Treat a movie like a 
dialogue, and you will discover rich mes-

sages. 

TLC: Give us two recent examples from 

mainstream movies. 

MN: The most surpris-
ing would be The Dark 

Knight. You see the 
desire for evil (the 

Joker) to corrupt the 
good man (Batman). 

Another one is Up. The 
overall thrust is about 

holding too tightly to 
your life versus holding 

loosely. Proverbs 
[16:31] tells us that 

―Gray hair is a crown of 
splendor.‖ It’s all in 

this movie. 

TLC: How about a classic? 

MN: To Kill a Mockingbird. Pay attention to the 

messages about how to be a better man. 

They’re powerful. 

TLC: Any recommendation for a movie with a 

strong, and truthful, message about abortion? 

MN: Bella is a great one. The critics savaged it. 

But film-school students thought it was one of 

the best movies in recent years. 

TLC: We missed your appearance on O’Reilly. 

Did he broil you or warm up to you? 

MN: There was a moment when he got a little 

combative because I mentioned there were 
spiritual elements in Pirates of the Caribbean. 

He said, ―It’s just a movie about pillaging and 
piracy!‖ But then he let me carefully explain it 

to him, and I think he got it.  

TLC: You’ve had some tough audiences. 

Where was your toughest? 

MN: Well, I’ve been called ―the anti-choice 

voice,‖ if that’s what you mean. But I never 

view an audience as tough. There are two 
kinds of crowds: Those who agree with you, 

and those where there are opportunities.  

TLC: What’s the most difficult question about 

abortion? 

MN: There aren’t any. It is unbelievably easy. 

Everyone would agree that it is never OK for 
one human being to arbitrarily take the life of 

another human being. It’s not all that hard to 
prove that the life in a woman’s womb is a 

human. The smokescreens and politicizing 

make it seem like a difficult ―issue‖ when it’s 

very simple. 

TLC: Give us one good reason to see you at 

the banquet on September 24. 

MN: It won’t be boring. I promise that people 

will learn something.

1. Pool your bid with the bid of another couple or 
family. That way you have double the outlay for 

a vacation, golf outing or Disney tickets ð espe-
cially if itõs an item for two couples, and you 

actually like each other. 

2. Use the birthday or Christmas money you plan to spend on 
someone special, and buy them something really exciting at 

the auction (or just spend it on yourself).  

3. Stand 10 feet from the item you want at the silent auction, 

and as you see others writing down bids for the same item, 
rush up and say, òHey! Wasnõt that your car I saw being

n the late 1950s an English doctor named Ian Don-

ald made a medical breakthrough that, for all its reve-

lation, would ironically lead to unspeakable controversy in 

the decades to follow. His finding: the use of ultrasound to 

monitor the development of babies in the womb. Since then, 

scientific information about life in the womb has piled up every year. 

Yet attitudes about abortion have hardly grown with science. See if 

you can match the quotes below with the people and organizations 

who said them.

Healing Grace 
One TLC Ministry looks to heal wounds that spread far and deep 

I 
f you put any stock into mainstream 
medical studies, you might wonder if 

post-abortion stress (known as PAS) is 
real. Some research says it is, some 

says it isn’t. But then you have to consider 
which organizations are paying for these 

studies, and just what exactly they’re study-
ing. How can we know what’s really going on 

with women who struggle so badly with a 
past abortion that they cannot even talk 

about it?        
 In early 2004 TLC volunteer Corrie 

Moore helped establish Healing Grace, 
which allows girls and women to talk confi-

dentially about their past experience with 
abortion. What she has found after counsel-

ing dozens of clients is surprising, heart-

wrenching and real. 

We don't have any idea about the 
shame and guilt these woman are feeling. 

Think how it feels to realize you’ve taken 
the life of your own child. You hide it. For 

some women, it keeps  them from becom-
ing Christians because of this deep, deep 

secret. They can’t see how they can be for-

given. The emotional pain can become 

physical. The anxiety they keep inside is not 

healthy. It causes all kinds of problems.  

The symptoms are exactly the same as 
post-traumatic stress: denial, anger, depres-

sion and the symptoms of struggling with a 

great loss. Some of 
the medical studies 

don't start with the 
basic premise that 

a woman has lost 
her baby. They 

have to acknowl-
edge it as a loss to 

understand what’s 
going on. But for 

that to happen, everyone has to first acknowl-

edge that it was life. 

Take a look around you. Women hanging 
onto this pain are your co-workers, classmates, 

neighbors. Mostly, they’re the people sitting 
next to you in church. Most of our Healing 

Grace clients are members from churches. 
They don't want to be shamed or judged in 

church. Nobody can know about it. Nobody. 
They think, ―It has to stay a secret. How can I 

be a role model if I’ve had an abortion?‖ It’s 

the most painful thing to keep hidden. 

There’s a feeling this isn't something you 
talk about with your church. We can tell our 

church about financial difficulties, divorce, sin, 
anything. But not abortion. It’s too shameful. 

Unfortunately, it has as profound an impact on 

these women as any other subject. 

At one church, I spoke to approximately 

60 women about Healing Grace, and asked 
at the end for anyone who was going through 

post-abortion issues to come up. I thought 
maybe five would come up, at most. More than 

50 of them came forward, crying for their chil-
dren. One of them was a 70-year-old woman. 

She said nobody ever knew about her abortion. 

She was still struggling with it 40 years later. 

When you see and read about some of 
these hardened pro-choice women, it’s 

often because of what they're going through 
themselves. They go through denial, and by 

keeping it inside the emotion turns to anger. 
It’s easy to get stuck on the anger, and not 

know where it’s coming from.  

If someone starts to talk about a past 

abortion, that’s the first sign. It is bugging 
them. You don't talk about abortion for no 

reason. Listen. Let her talk. Once she talks, 
there will be some relief. But she still has 

layer upon layer of grief and stress. She even-
tually needs to be with people who are going 

through the same thing. 

Every woman who struggles with a past 

abortion needs to know the image of 
God. He doesn't want to punish you for what 

has happened. He is waiting for you to ask for 
reconciliation. There is complete spiritual and 

emotional healing in Christ. There is no sin He 

will not wipe out, from the east to the west. 

God’s Word is freeing. First, God breathed 
life into that very baby from conception, and it 

will get an entire body for eternity. And scrip-
ture also says He will turn your mourning into 

dancing. Something so painful will be for-
given, and you be freer that you ever imag-

ined.
